Th e topogra-

phy of central South Dakota didn’t off er 

much visual distraction at that particular 

mile-marker, and I got to mindlessly 

looking over the labyrinth of buttons, 

dials and switches that adorn the inside 

of my truck.

ference amounts to only a few inches 

more drop. Designed to handle the 

heaviest North American big game, the 

.338 has also done well in Africa on 

the larger varieties of plains game.

Although slightly less powerful 

than the .375 H&H Magnum, the .338 

is better suited for North American 

hunting conditions and game. It’s a 

well-balanced cartridge for anything 

from elk through moose and grizzly 

bear, under almost any situation. It 

could also serve very well for deer or 

antelope, even though it’s overly pow-

erful for this class.

Like the .300 Win. Mag., the .338

one-gun cartridge for the worldwide 

hunter who has to travel light—though 

the .338 is automatically barred in 

some African countries in which the 

.375 is the minimum caliber. The .338 

continues to enjoy a well-deserved 

popularity. Winchester, Remington, 

Federal and other makers load this 

ammunition commercially.

Inside the action of H-S Precision. 

In the firearms world, perfection 

doesn’t exist. Thank goodness. 

After all, how boring would 

perfection be the next morning? 

Most people know things can always 

be better, and the best of us know they 

should be.

We are one of the only 

firearm manufacturers in the world 

that produces every major component 

in-house.”

What do customers get by investing 

in the H-S Precision experience? 

“When someone chooses an H-S 

Precision firearm, they’re getting a 

guarantee, not just a rifle,” Tim says. 

“We guarantee that rifle will be made 

of the highest-quality components, and 

we also guarantee the accuracy—we 

manufacture every major component 

of our rifles under one roof, right here 

in the States. We don’t take shortcuts,

and we don’t rely on someone else to 

supply us with a product that might or 

might not meet our exceedingly high-

quality standards.”

FROM HUMBLE BEGINNINGS

“My father, Tom Houghton Sr., after 

leaving the Army, purchased Atkinson 

barrel company in 1978,” Tim says. “He 

was extremely passionate about sil-

houette and benchrest shooting at the 

time, and he wanted to make a career 

devoted to his passion. He expanded 

on the barrel business with one goal: to 

produce the best firearms, stocks, com-

ponents and barrels in the world.”

According to Tim, in the late 1970s, 

there were very few high-quality syn-
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thetic/composite stocks on the market. 

“My father used his background as a 

chemical engineer to develop a propri-

etary foam and composite material to 

use as the core structure to encompass 

a machined aluminum bedding block,” 

he says. “H-S Precision was the first 

stock manufacturer to mass-produce 

composite stocks with an integral alu-

minum bedding block.”

THEN, THE SNIPERS CAME

Typically, dealing with U.S. Army snip-

ers brings an end to your life, but not 

for Tim. For him and H-S Precision, 

the U.S. Army snipers ironically gave 

life to Tim’s young company.

“In the early ’80s, we won the con-

tract to produce the stocks for the 

Army’s M24 Sniper system,” Tim says. 

“This contract put H-S Precision on 

the map and allowed us the opportu-

nity to expand our product offerings. 

As the company grew in the late ’80s, 

he included additional quality control 

measures to ensure every stock pro-

duced met his personal standards and 

backed that up with a lifetime guaran-

tee. Since then, we have been provid-

ing our product to domestic and inter-

national law enforcement agencies and 

militaries.”

As more people took stock in H-S 

Precision, Tom brought his love for the 

barrel making back into the fold.

“As our stock business continued 

to grow, my father wanted to put an 

emphasis back on the barrel side of the 

business,” said Tim.

PASSING THE TORCH

“There is no substitute for hands-on 

experience,” Tim says. “After graduating 

from college with a degree in manu-

facturing engineering, I started from 

the ground up. Working in different 

departments helped give me an overall 

picture of the company that helped 

after taking over. Every department is 

working toward the same goal. When 

my dad passed away, I shifted from 

my role in engineering to running the 

company’s day-to-day operations. It 

was a big change with a steep learning 

curve, but I like to think I have contin-

ued my father’s legacy—innovation and 

quality above all else.”

Tim knows his success has come 

from much more than just his father’s 

outstanding leadership, but also the 

leadership and expertise of his peers at 

work, too.

“My father has been my mentor in 

hunting, shooting and business in gen-

eral,” Tim says. “I work incredibly hard 

to ensure the legacy he created will sur-

vive, but I try and learn from anyone 

I can.

SHIFTING FOCUS

So, given the importance of mindset, 

training and marksmanship, why do all 

three get much less attention than guns 

and ammunition? It’s mostly because 

of time and money. Time is our most 

valuable commodity, and humans are 

reluctant to devote their time to things 

that cost money; we don’t mind spend-

ing money, but when we do, we like to 

have something tangible to show for it. 

Most of us don’t mind a $500 monthly 

car payment, because we have that nice 

new car to drive around. By the same 

token, we’ll also spend hundreds of 

dollars on a defensive handgun with 

no buyer’s remorse, because we can 

have that cool gun to carry and show 

our friends.

When it comes to demonstrating or 

showing off  how you’ve trained to de-

velop your mindset, tactics and marks-

manship and gun handling to the 

“S omewhere in your gun 

is the bullet that will 

solve your problem. It

“Boon” Benton.

Th ere’s a lot of wisdom in that quote, 

and there are several lessons to be 

learned from it. I think many who 

carry a gun for personal protection 

oft en get too wrapped up in their gear. 

Th ey’ll obsess about the gun they carry 

or the ammunition that’s inside it, but 

quite oft en they’ll overlook the fact 

that in most cases it won’t be the gun 

or the ammunition that saves their life. 

Mindset, tactics and marksmanship 

and gun handling tend to be the things 

that determine outcomes.

Gun writers like me are oft en the 

reason the focus gets misplaced; for 

years, we’ve spent most of our time 

writing about guns and ammunition. 

Th is is partly because readers purchase 

gun magazines to read about guns and 

ammunition and partly because the 

manufacturers of guns and ammuni-

tion buy the advertisements that fund 

the magazines. Shooters spend way 

more money on guns and ammunition 

than they do on training and, as a re-

sult, trainers and shooting schools don’t 

have lots of money to spend on adver-

tisements. Th is is, aft er all, a gun maga-
zine not a fi rearms training magazine.

If you fi nd yourself in a situation 

where you must shoot your handgun to 

save your life, the handgun you shoot 

and the ammunition inside it will be 

much less important than your drive to 

survive, your application of tactics and 

where your bullets land. Somewhere 

in your gun you have the bullet that’ll 

solve your problem; what you must do 

is have the mindset, tactics and marks-

manship to properly deliver it.
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Evaluating your own mindset,
tactics and marksmanship.

There’s nothing 

at all wrong 

with buying the 

best defensive 

handgun in the 

world. But if 

you’re serious 

about self-

defense, you 

should learn 

how to use it.



point where you can simultaneously 

employ it all to save your life, well, we 

all hope that opportunity never comes. 

A man with an old Smith & Wesson 

Model 10, loaded with 38 Special 

hollow point ammunition, who can 

act tactically with a survival mindset 

and deliver good marksmanship, 

is much better equipped to survive 

than an untrained tactard who has a 

Glock loaded with the world’s most 

advanced ammunition. 

Th e point of all this is that you 

should get some good training. Th ere 

are a number of reputable schools like 

Gunsite Academy, but there are also 

other lesser-known options you may 

be overlooking. I spent a week partici-

pating in some local law enforcement 

training conducted by Dave “Boon” 

Benton, who operates Th reat Manage-

ment Solutions, which provides civil-

ian and law enforcement training all 

over the United States.

Boon is best known for being one 

of the four contractors who held the 

line in Benghazi, but you won’t hear 

him talk about it; he’s laser focused 

on teaching you how to stay alive 

as opposed to regaling you with 

war stories. Essentially, what you 

get from Boon is a transfer of the 

knowledge he has gained from serv-

ing 25 years in specialized military 

and law enforcement teams and 

during high-threat security and in-

telligence operations.

What impressed me most about 

HILLBILLY
WISDOM

This all reminded me 

of some advice my grand-

father gave me a long time 

ago. He told me that when you 

go into a public restroom, pick 

the stall that has a good supply 

toilet paper. Failure to do so could 

result in a messy situation. It’s not 

always about guns; mindset and 

tactics matter.

Boon and the instruction he pro-

vides is that he does an excellent 

job of setting the table with an un-

derstanding of what personal pro-

tection and self-defense is all about. 

He provides you with the theory 

and principles, and then teaches 

you the skills you need to develop 

a solid foundation to build your 

mindset, tactics and marksmanship 

and gun handling skills on. Some 

instructors tell you to do things a 

certain way without context; Boon 

shows you how to do things, ex-

plains why they should be done a 

certain way and then ties it all back 

to practical operational principles 

that kept him and other profession-

als alive when the sh*t hit the fan.

Somewhere in your gun is the 

bullet that’ll solve your problem. It 

might be the first one; it might be 

the last one. The thing is that with-

out the proper training or a hell of a 

lot of luck, you may never find that 

bullet when you need it. During the 

week working with Boon, I learned 

a lot and I think—no, I believe—my 

magazine now has several bullets in 

it that’ll solve my problems. Maybe 

one day, with enough training, I’ll 

believe that every bullet in my gun 

is a problem solver. Spending your 

money on training might not seem 

as gratifying as buying that new, su-

percool handgun. But if you’re the 

last man standing, it’ll damn sure 

seem like money well spent. 
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It’s not all about 

gear; those serious 

about self-defense 

should focus on their 

mindset, tactics, 

marksmanship and 

gun-handling skills.

HUH?  
SAY, WHAT?!

Decibullz offers $30 custom hearing  
protection. 

“C ustom-molded ear-

plugs, 31 NRR rated, 

for $30.” Standing at 

a booth on range day 

at the SHOT Show and hearing this, 

I was certain either my hearing was 

finally calling it quits after decades of 

shooting—or I was having a stroke. 

“You mean $300, right?” The answer, 

with a smile, was “No, $30. And you 

can custom fit them at home.”

OK, now I was hooked. “Tell me 

more.”

The custom-fitted ear protection is 

a clever product from Decibullz, and 

they’re a product of modern chemis-

try. The plugs start shape in a more-

or-less earplug form. You drop them 

in boiling water and let them boil 

away for 5 minutes. You fish them out, 

let them cool and dry, and then press 

them into your ears. Obviously, you 

don’t want boiling-hot anything to be 

put into your ears. But when they’re 

cool enough to handle but not fully 

cooled off, they’re still pliable.

So, you press them for a good, 

comfortable and secure fit and then 

let them finish cooling while in place. 

Once fully cool, they don’t change 

shape. You now have custom-fit hear-

ing protection that provides up to 31 

NRR protection.

Oh, and the best part? If you don’t 

get it right the first time, fire up the 

stove and boil some more water—you 

can repeat until you have it right. Yep, 

modern chemistry, a compound that 

can be shaped at the temperatures we 

can handle and does so repeatedly, not 

just a one-time thing.

They come in colors, so you can 

match your shooting protection to 

your shooting gear, should you wish. 

BASIC, AND BEYOND

Now, the basic ones for shooting pro-

tection aren’t the only option. There 

are upgrades: You can opt for the 

Percussive Filter, which dampens the 

peak impulse of sounds, but it permits 

the ambient levels to come through.

Then, there are the Professional High 

Fidelity plugs that use a special filter 

to lower all frequencies by the same 

amount, so you don’t have shifts in the 

sound itself. These are more the kind of 

plugs musicians would use to protect 

their hearing from amplifiers and such 

at concerts, but still permit accurate 

identification of sound quality.

The Percussive Filter and High Fi-
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delity cost more, but even then they’re 

only $75 and $100, respectively. They 

are custom-moldable, just like the ba-

sic ones, and come in colors as well.

One of the tiring aspects of my job 

is lugging around a pile of gear. Each 

time I go to the range to test, there are 

guns, ammo, targets, tools, cameras, 

lights, chronograph, tripods … and 

lunch. It’s a pile of gun bags and boxes, 

and the only way I can be sure I have 

something so basic as hearing protec-

tion is to make sure there’s something 

in every bag I might grab. Expensive 

hearing protection means a lot of cost 

to ensure I’m covered. With Decibullz, 

I can have a handful of hearing pro-

tection at a not-large outlay, and that 

means a set in a half-dozen different 

range bags, where they’re all custom-fit 

and deliver top protection.

Good stuff, and that’s no bullz. 

 With $30, 5 minutes and a small pot of boil-

ing water, Decibullz can be custom fi t to the 

shape of your ear canal and off er high-dollar 

protection.

Decibullz come in various confi gurations: 

There’s the basic model, the Percussive 

Filter and the Professional High Fidelity 

plugs, each with various features and 

benefi ts.
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S poiler alert: I’m not the neat-

est guy in the world. While 

not technically a slob, most of 

my guns could use a thorough 

cleaning, and so could my reloading 

gear. I fi nd cleaning rifl es a necessary but 

mundane chore. Sometimes we need to 

turn an eye to our reloading tools them-

selves and give them some attention to 

keep things running smoothly and deliv-

ering consistent results. 

resizing them. I fi nd that the extra step 

does keep a good amount of unwanted 

debris out of my resizing dies (and ex-

tending the time between the need for 

cleaning my dies). 

Your choice of case cleaner or tumbler 

might be dictated by the amount of room 

you have and the volume of reloading 

you tackle. At a minimum, a good vibra-

tory cleaner or tumbler using some form 

of abrasive media—ground corn cob, 

crushed walnut shells, or even stainless 

steel pins—is necessary to keep your 

brass cases clean.

Of the three types of media, I’ve used 

walnut the most over the years—though 

I’ve been known to spike the punch bowl 

with Lyman’s Turbo Brite Brass Polish. A 

white pasty substance, just a little dollop 

POLISHED BRASS

Regarding the cleaning of cases, there 

are several methods you can choose, 

depending on your personal preference. 

Some reloaders like to clean all of their 

cases before they even see a resizing die, 

leaving the spent primer in the case dur-

ing the cleaning process, and letting the 

resizing die push that old primer out. 

Others want to get rid of that primer so 

the cleaning/tumbling process will clean 

the empty primer pockets, not being con-

cerned about any residue, dirt or grime in 

their resizing dies.

Th e third method—and the one I 

personally prefer—is to use a Universal 

Decapping Die to pop the primers out of 

the cases before they even see the resizing 

die, clean/tumble the cases and then start

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of Turbo Brite speeds up the polishing 

process and really makes the brass shine. 

I use two vibratory cleaners: the RCBS 

Vibratory Case Tumbler and an older 

Midway Model 1292; I’ve had them for 

years and both get the job done well.

If using a vibratory cleaner or tumbler, 

you’ll want to be absolutely sure that all 

the media is out of your cases. It’ll have 

a tendency to stick in the flash hole or 

clump up in the bottom of the case, eat-

ing up precious case room and possibly 

creating a dangerous situation. I use a 

Rotary Case/Media Separator (RCBS), 

a simple little device, containing a plas-

tic basket that rotates inside of a plastic 

housing; with a few cranks of the handle, 

the cases spin around in the basket—kind 

of like the drum of a clothes dryer—and 

the media will be shaken free of the cases. 

An ultrasonic cleaner is another 

means of cleaning brass; they use high-

frequency sound waves to create small 

bubbles, which agitate the liquid con-

tained in the tub. While I can’t exactly 

prove it, ultrasonic cleaners are the 

best choice for match-grade ammuni-

tion, as the cleaning process keeps the 

internal case volume as uniform as 

possible. They’re also a great tool for 

cleaning reloading dies, and you may 

be amazed at what comes out of your 

dies. Bit of brass from cases, shavings 

of bullet jackets, and burnt primer 

residue all mix with case lube to create 

a greasy, abrasive paste that can harden 

over time.

I’ve come to enjoy the RCBS Ultra-

sonic Cleaner II, as it’s easy to use and 

has a six-liter tub, so all sorts of things 

can be cleaned in that unit—from brass 

cases, dies, handgun parts and rifle 

bolts, to the wife’s jewelry. I can fit a 

full-size 1911 in the tub, and the basket 

holds a considerable number of brass 

cases, even the big magnums. It features 

a timer that can be set from 1 to 30 

minutes, and a convenient drain valve 

is used with the provided drain hose. 

You can use plain old tap water, distilled 

water or one of the many solutions de-

signed to work best with brass cases or 

gun parts. I’ve had excellent results with 

Lyman’s TurboSonic solutions.

BE GONE WITH DIE SCUM

I give my dies a good spray with an 

aerosol solvent or good old Hoppe’s No. 

9 to help remove built-up copper, lead 

and brass—I then send them to the ul-

trasonic. Toss your reloading dies in the 

basket, and in 5 minutes or so, a whole 

bunch of gunk will be removed. Every 

so often I clean the dies, shellholders 

and any other tool that looks like it’s 

getting a bit funky. Just be sure to use a 

light coat of oil on steel parts to prevent 

rust. Some good cotton swabs or lint-

free cotton cloths can be used to apply 

oil to the nooks and crannies, and then 

to remove any excess. 

Many reloaders like to use the ultra-

sonic for the first stage of cleaning brass 

cases, and then send them directly to 

the vibratory tumbler for the second 

stage. Where the ultrasonic cleaner 

will do the majority of the cleaning, the 

abrasive media of the tumbler will act as 

a polishing stage. 

In addition to cleaning the cases and 

dies, I even clean the presses once in a 

while: I’ll take an aerosol can of brake 

cleaner or Hoppe’s Gun Medic and give 

the press’ threads, ram and joints a good 

spray, and then brush and wipe away 

any debris I can get to. A light oiling 

prevents rust and keeps the parts moving 

smoothly. 

I save the small packets of silica gel 

wherever I find them and place them in 

the die boxes to keep any moisture away 

from my dies. Sweat is corrosive, so I try 

to keep things oiled. Should I forget to 

wipe the dies down, however, and they 

sit in the box for a while, I’ve got a rusty 

surprise waiting for me when I open that 

box again. 

Your reloading tools, if properly cared 

for, will give you a lifetime of use. I’ve 

got a number of buddies who routinely 

use presses and dies that are over 40 

years old. A little bit of love can go a 

long way. 

A Universal Decapping 

Die will remove spent 

primers from your cases 

before you resize them, 

allowing the primer pock-

ets to be cleaned, keeping 

dirt and debris out of your 

resizing die.

There are Glock upgrades that look good. 
And then there are upgrades that tighten 
groups. 

M odifying your Glock 

to look good on social 

media isn’t hard—but 

carefully choosing what 

modifi cations you make that enhance 

your Glock’s performance while retain-

ing factory reliability is a lot harder. 

With a sea of choices, separating the 

high-quality parts that enhance your 

pistol from those that are nothing more 

than tinsel can be a challenge. 

Just because you can fi nd high-

quality parts that can tailor your pistol 

to fi t whatever role you use your Glock 

doesn’t mean that Glock Perfection 

needs perfection. In stock form, the 

Glock is probably the single best duty 

pistol ever produced and is more than 

capable of nearly every handgun owner 

worldwide. 

Even though your pistol is fi ne, there 

are some good reasons to modify it. Th e 

question is, what are the most benefi cial 

modifi cations to make? Aft er shooting 

more than a quarter-million rounds 

through Glocks—ranging from entirely 

stock to the highly modifi ed ATEi space 

blasters—most have taught me that 

some upgrades are worth their weight 

in gold … but others can make

the pistol worse.
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LOOKING COOL IS OK—

SOMETIMES

Sure, that awesome slide you found on 

eBay might net you bazillions of follow-

ers on Th e Gram, but will it transform 

you into a paper-shredding shoot-bot 

with an odd penchant for skinny jeans? 

No, it probably won’t. 

Just because a Glock isn’t focused on 

function doesn’t mean that it’s wrong; 

aesthetically focused builds have a place 

in the world. Th at said, building a Glock 

with generic parts purchased on Wish.

com isn’t OK if you intend to use that 

gun in a defensive role.

Being put in the position to use a 

fi rearm defensively sucks enough; think 

of how much more it would suck if that 

AliExpress trigger kit failed and the gun 

didn’t go bang. 

BUYING SKILL

Despite what the internet tells you, a 

new trigger or barrel on your Glock isn’t 

going to make you a better shooter. Th e 

truth is, most modifi cations actually 

mask your shortcomings as a shooter, 

and you can’t buy skill.

Most shooters see improvement as 

a result of two factors: mechanical ad-

vantage and the psychological impact. 

Mechanical advantage is a pretty simple 

concept; sometimes, the part makes the 

system work more effi  ciently. Making 

the pistol better was the intention, but 

be careful not to ignore the things you 

need to work on as a shooter. 

The psychological impact is harder 

to spot and can fool you into thinking 

that a part held you back. Yes, the trig-

ger feels crisper and shorter—you might 

even shoot marginally better with the 

new trigger installed. Truth is, you 

shoot the same as you did before: Skill-

building takes work, not parts.

NO, YOU AREN’T

PAYING FOR THE NAME

If there’s one lesson I’ve learned as a 

shooter that I could pass on to every 

new gun owner, it would be to buy qual-

ity the fi rst time. Purchasing a copy of an 

established product or a bargain prod-

uct that’s supposed to do the same job as 

Either a Glock plug or a magazine well 

removes that empty cavity in the rear that 

can catch during your reload.

A Glock 19 C makes 

a great concealed 

carry gun with a few 

enhancements that 

help it perform like a 

much larger one with a 

compensator. 
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If you’ve had parts that the internet 

has labeled “jUsT aS gUd” fail and are 

forced to buy a replacement, the more 

expensive brand might have cost you 

less money in the long run.

ADD AN MRDS OR NEW SIGHTS 

It should go without saying that replac-

ing the plastic dovetail protectors with 

some proper sights will improve the 

overall shooting experience. You can 

shoot a Glock eff ectively with stock 

sights, but do you want to if there are 

better options?

For iron sights, adjustable sights are 

the way to go so you can tailor your 

sights to ammunition changes. Dawson 

Precision makes some of the best ones 

out there. My recommendation is the 

all-black rear with a fi ber-optic front 

sight, a reasonably fast setup with just 

about the most precision you can get 

out of irons.

Of course, the ideal solution is to add 

a red dot to your pistol. Regardless of 

the way you want to look at it, a red-dot 

is going to off er you a more precise aim-

ing system without sacrifi cing speed or 

durability. If you don’t own a MOS slide, 

calling a shop like ATEi to get your slide 

milled for an optic is a great solution. 

GET A MANTIS

Remember how I said you couldn’t buy 

skill? Th e Mantis X10 Elite is almost 

like buying skill, the only diff erence is 

you need to put in the work with high-

quality dry-fi re practice. I know, a Man-

tis isn’t exactly a bolt-on Glock mod.

For those unfamiliar with the Mantis, 

it’s a small box that contains a bunch of 

sensors you can slide onto your light 

rail. Once you pair the sensor to your 

phone through Bluetooth, any move-

ment the pistol makes will be relayed to 

the app on your phone, which you can 

then use to identify why you’re shooting 

low left  with your Glock. At roughly the 

cost of a pre-Covid case of 9mm or less, 

a Mantis off ers more benefi t to the dol-

lar than anything else.

Th e top-of-the-line Mantis X10 Elite 

even allows you to gather data on live-

fi re practice, what the pistol is doing 

in recoil and fi ne-tuning your draw. If 

you’re serious about getting more out of 

your Glock (or any pistol, for that mat-

ter), one of the Mantis models should be 

on your shopping or Christmas list. 

FRAME STIPPLING

One of the weak points of Gen 3 and older 

Glocks is the lack of eff ective texture on 

the pistol sides. Glock did listen to the 

end-user and brought the RTF2 and RTF3 

textures to market, but the aft ermarket 

was already melting more aggressive pat-

terns into grips with wood burners. 

Since this practice started, stipple 

work has evolved with shops like Great 

Lake Custom Works off ering grip pack-

the brand-name one oft en comes with 

hidden costs attached.  

Cheap red-dot sights will fail, cheap 

iron sights can damage your slide’s sight 

dovetails, and inexpensive triggers can 

cause a gun to fi re unintentionally. Even 

something as trivial as aft ermarket met-

al frame pins can wallow out the holes 

in the frame and ruin your gun entirely.

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ages that change the way the gun feels 

by off ering fi nger grove removal, deeper 

trigger guard undercuts and index 

points that act as a makeshift  gas pedal.

Being able to tailor your pistol to the 

level of texture that fi ts your needs best 

isn’t a parlor trick to be ignored; it has 

a considerable eff ect on the shooting 

experience. Having a top-tier shop like 

Great Lakes or TXT Custom gun works 

can set you back a couple of hundred 

dollars, but removing the chance of a 

ruined frame is well worth it. 

Th at isn’t to say that you can’t do a 

reasonable functional job at home with 

an OT Defense DIY Stipple Kit; take 

care not to warp the magwell or remove 

too much material with a Dremel tool. 

If you’re intent on doing it yourself, take 

your time and go slow.

Upgrading your OEM 

plastic sights to fi bers 

is a worthy invest-

ment. Choose adjust-

able if your budget can 

handle it.

CHOOSE A TRIGGER

Choosing a trigger isn’t as simple as 

buying the one with the coolest colors, 

the best marketing or even the lighter 

trigger pull weight. My goal with trigger 

changes isn’t to reduce pull weight or 

shorten reset distance—it’s to reduce the 

trigger reach. 

Th e distance from the backstrap to 

the trigger face, or trigger reach, will do 

a lot to improve the shooting experi-

ence if you select the right one. Yes, the 

OEM trigger works fi ne, but switching 

to a fl at-face trigger can help those with 

shorter fi ngers get a proper grip on the 

gun without doing weird things with 

their grip. Remember, the Glock is a 

double-action pistol, and the trigger 

fi nger should be deeper in the trigger 

guard … just like you shoot a double-

action revolver. 

If you have shorter fi ngers, you might 

look at the Overwatch Precision DAT 

V2 or TAC triggers, TangoDown’s 

Vickers trigger or Agency Arm’s trig-

ger, which is the best of the bunch, in 

my opinion. Th ose with longer fi ngers

Stock barrels are surprisingly accurate, and 

you don’t need a fl ashy barrel to shoot well. 

Do you need to throw the kitchen sink at 

your Glock to shoot better? No. Learn to 

shoot better and then modify your pistol.
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might look at the Apex Tactical trigger 

or even stick with the OEM trigger and 

install a minus connector to get the pull 

into the 5-pound range. 

ENHANCED CONTROLS

Upgraded controls are generally the 

next thing that I recommend addressing 

if you fi nd the stock ones aren’t cutting 

the mustard. Gen 4 and Gen 5 pistols 

are pretty good right out of the box; you 

might want to think about an enhanced 

slide release, though. Gen 3 pistols are 

another matter and probably would 

benefi t from a magazine release that 

makes it easier for those with shorter 

fi ngers to hit the button.  

For slide releases, the raised and rear-

ward swept Kagwerks slide release is the 

one that I choose for my guns because 

it allows me to adopt an extremely high 

grip on the pistol and still have the slide 

release function as intended. Tango-

Down’s Vickers release is also a great 

one, but it can suff er failure to lock back 

with a high enough grip. 

When looking for a new slide release, 

avoid metal ones when using OEM 

Glock magazines. Th e metal release will 

deform the mag catch cutout and even-

tually cause a malfunction by allowing 

the mag to slip out of place during 

recoil. Th e OEM extended release are 

good options, as is the Vickers maga-

zine release.
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ADD A PLUG

A plug that fi lls the void in the back 

of the grip, aff ectionately called a 

“buttplug,” does more than prevent dust 

and debris from making its way into the 

gun. If you select the right one, it will fi ll 

out the rear of the magwell and prevent 

the rim of a case from snagging during 

a reload. 

Th ink of it like a magwell, just with-

out the bulk. Th ere are some low-profi le 

FOR M A N D F U NCT ION//BY PATRICK ROBERTS

magwells out there that are worth a look 

if you can conceal them, but sometimes 

a magwell like the Raven Concealment 

Freya is a bit too hard to conceal in 

some clothing. 

At less than $10 online, this is a low-

cost upgrade that has tangible benefi ts. 

Why not, right?

GET A BARREL

Last on the list is a barrel, and for a good 

reason. Th e only time a barrel upgrade 

makes sense is if you need a threaded 

barrel to add a compensator or suppres-

sor, you’re putting a slide together from 

parts bought separately or you’ve dam-

aged your original barrel. 

You probably aren’t anywhere near 

shooting better than your OEM barrel 

can perform; why not spend the money 

on something that will improve your 

shooting like any of the other mods 

mentioned so far? Now, if you’re one of 

the few shooters capable of shooting un-

der 3-inch groups offh  and at 25 yards, 

replace the barrel with a high-quality 

one from KKM Precision or another 

company that produces barrels of simi-

lar quality—and try to tighten things up 

a bit more.  

As for most shooters, the 5-yard tar-

get isn’t going to look much better by 

swapping the barrel out.

DO WHAT MAKES SENSE FOR YOU

It shouldn’t have to be said that you don’t 

need any of these things (except the 

Mantis) to shoot better; they make the 

pistol work better for your physiology. 

Use your head and think critically about 

what mods you perform on your pistol, 

and you can’t go wrong. 

As long as you modify your pistol 

with high-quality parts that you can 

explain why you chose, the pistol will be 

better suited to your needs. 

Don’t have a milled or MOS Glock? Send your 

slide off  to be machined for an RMR.

Th en, came the internet, where shoot-

ing nerds shared tips and tricks for 

ringing no-bull accuracy out of less-than-

perfect rifl es.

A NEW CATEGORY IS BORN

With a Vudoo, a long-range shooter 

could build an exact replica of, say, his 

centerfi re 6mm BR with a Trigger Tech 

in a Manners stock, but chambered in 

cheap-to-shoot, low-recoil .22 LR. The 

drop, wind and sniper math required 

to hit a steel at 200 yards with a .22 LR 

lined up with the physics and skills 

needed to connect with centerfire, but 

at much less range.

Around this time, the National Rifl e 

League then launched NRL22, a rimfi re-

only PRS-style match that required only 

100 yards. A whole new wave of shoot-

ers jumped in, guys and gals who may 

not have been a part of the centerfi re 

PRS world, but soon went whole hog on 

.22s. At a match in southern New York, 

I spotted a sticker on another shooter’s 

rifl e case that summed this up in beauti-

fully, big white letters on matte black: 

RIMFIRE ONLY. 

Precision rimfi re rifl es have since gone 

mainstream. Th is past year at SHOT 

Show, Bergara launched a .22 LR bolt gun 

on a Rem. 700 footprint. Savage and CZ 

brought out .22 LR chassis rifl es. Now, 

new custom rimfi re actions are sprouting 

up. Th is is the next evolution in precision 

.22s—the custom action, with complete 

rifl es built by leading gunsmiths, or put 

together at home shops by talented self-

starters. Once the confi ned-to-niche 

world of rimfi re benchrest shooting, tac-

tical shooters with precision machined 

parts, some tools and a little know-how 

are fi nding that building a bolt-action 

rifl e isn’t much more diffi  cult than build-

ing an AR-15.

A RimX action with 

a Proof barrel, Timney trigger and big optic such 

as this Strike Eagle from Vortex is ready for any 

rimfi re match or ELR work you can throw at it. 

The RimX magazine, 

scuff ed and scarred 

from a summer of 

match shooting. The 

7070 aluminum maga-

zine fi ts tight and is 

tunable to the wide 

world of Remington 

700 stocks, chassis 

and bottom metal 

with an adjustable 

magazine catch. 

The fl ush-faced extractor and ejec-

tor have such positive control over 

the round that the rifl e can be loaded 

sideways or upside-down with zero 

bullet deformation. 
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Leading that growth curve toward 

this new future in precision rimfi re is a 

centerfi re favorite, the guys at Bighorn/

Zermatt Arms. Building on, and shoot-

ing, their widely innovative RimX rimfi re 

action is a hint at the future to come in 

precision rimfi re. Th e future is bright. 

BUILDER’S DELIGHT 

AJ Goddard of Bighorn Arms has long 

been making some of the hottest pre-

cision centerfi re actions around. Th e 

fl agship TL3 centerfi re action incorpo-

rates the best of Remington and Savage 

designs with a Remmy 700 footprint and 

fi re-control system, along with a fl oating 

bolt head and action threads for Savage 

small shank pre-fi ts. Th is makes swap-

ping barrels relatively easy with just the 

need for a vise and an action wrench. A 

few years ago, Bighorn partnered with 

Zermatt Arms of Bennet, Nebraska, to 

scale up production of these centerfi re 

actions, and from that mind meld came 

the RimX, a rimfi re action with remark-

ably similar DNA. 

Th e RimX action has an interchange-

able bolt head system, so shooters can 

swap heads from a .22 LR/.17 HM2 to 

the larger .22 WMR/.17 HMR pattern. 

A full bolt replacement is also available 

for .17WSM. Th e action has a threaded 

tenon print, so barrel swaps are a breeze, 

too. Th e innovative fl ush-faced extractor 

system means there are no extractor cuts 

in the breech face. Headspace is set by 

the threading combined with the recess 

in the bolt face, so swapping it out barrels 

is matter of buying a pre-fi t and torqu-

ing it on. (Zermatt sells no-go gauges to 

double-check headspace.)

With most major barrel manufacturers 

now making pre-fi ts for the RimX action, 

this is remarkably easier—and less expen-

sive—than buying a blank and having a 

gunsmith chamber and fi t it. Th ere are no 

V-blocks like a 10/22 or grub screws like 

a CZ. It’s the Savage approach to easy bar-

rel interchangeability, applied to rimfi re. 

Two things quickly distinguish the 

RimX from its peers, which currently in-

clude the Vudoos, the yet-to-be-released 

Deuce action from Ultimatum Precision 

and soon to be more. Th ose two things 

are the bolt and the magazine. 

Th e bolt is remarkably easy to break-

down. Simply twist the bolt nose and 

pull. Nose off , grab the bolt handle and 

twist the shroud clockwise, and it sepa-

rates from the handle. Th e heavy-duty 

stainless fi ring pin is tapered and stepped 

down to a narrow rectangle of a striking 

surface that marks cases cleanly at the 

rim edge. Th e fi ring pin is held to the 

shroud with a metal clip and can easily be 

pulled and replaced if damaged.

Assembled, the fi ring pin sits at the 

6 o’clock position, meaning it strikes 

the ammunition case low center, at 6 

o’clock. Custom rimfi re actions from the 

benchrest world largely moved to the 6 

o’clock position, thanks to the work of 

small-bore pioneer Bill Calfee. With a 6 

o’clock impact, the ignition is more con-

sistent as primer burns up and therefore 

more completely—though there’s little 

beside anecdotal testing to confi rm this. 

(Many Olympic-level European rifl es 

don’t have 6 o’clock fi ring pins.) Still, it’s 

widely considered a gold standard among 

the accuracy-obsessed world of benchrest 

and certainly doesn’t hurt. Zermatt was 

smart to design it into their action. 

With the RimX, perhaps even more 

innovative, is the completely fl ush extrac-

tion and ejection system—the bolt face it-

self is completely fl at. With a round in the 

chamber, the rim of that rimfi re round 

snugs against the breech face, as with any 

rimfi re fi rearm. What’s diff erent here is 

the bolt completely encapsulates that rim 

when the bolt is closed. Th ere are no re-

lief cuts in the breech face for extractors. 

It’s a 360-degree pressure seal.

Th is is done with a spring-tensioned 

ejector that captures the case rim and ap-

plies enough pressure to snug the round 

into fl at extractor. It creates 100 percent 

positive control of the round from the 

magazine to the chamber, holding the 
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round by the rim securely in the bolt face. 

Th e stainless extractor plate is held with 

a small set screw and the ejector with a 

spring plunger. Should something break, 

both can easily be swapped out with 

minimal tools and just a few small parts.

It’s hard to convey how elegant this 

fl at-faced system looks and how strong 

it holds a round. Just for kicks, I secured 

a live shell in the bolt nose and dropped 

it on my offi  ce carpet. Th ree out of four 

times, the round didn’t pop out. Th ere’s 

zero chance, in my mind, that the system 

will not extract short of ripping the brass 

case apart. It’s just that strong.  

Th e only drawback of this design is 

that a single round cannot be loaded into 

the action through the side port. It re-

quires the round getting picked up from 

the magazine and slotted in the bolt face 

for the round to headspace properly and 

the bolt to close. For some, this might 

be a deal breaker. Th ere are certainly 

times in NRL22-style matches when I’ve 

mistakenly ejected a live round and have 

had to stuff  that 10th shot in the action 

to complete a stage of fi re, oft en on the 

clock. Th e solution to that problem for 

shooters interested in a RimX is to pack a 

second magazine with one or two rounds 

stacked and ready. Nothing in life comes 

free, and this is the trade-off  for such a 

robust “fl at faced” bolt system.

Every RimX action ships with a 

10-round AI-patterned 7075 aluminum 

magazine. Th e RimX mags are very 

similar to the single-stack design cre-

ated by Mike Bush at Vudoo, but with a 

few innovative features. Th e mag is held 

together with screws at the four corners, 

so it can be completely disassembled for 

parts replacement or repair. Th ere’s an 

adjustable magazine catch on the rear 

of the mag. Adjust the set screw, and the 

catch can be moved up or down to tweak 

the height at which the mag sits. Th is 

helps ensure compatibility with the wide 

SHOOTING THE RIMX

To dive into all things RimX, I was sent 

a barreled action with a 16.5-inch Proof. 

Zermatt is not selling barreled actions. 

It’s on the consumer to pick out the best 

barrel for their use case and build the rifl e 

universe of Remington 700 stocks and 

chassis and is a must-do step when build-

ing a RimX rifl e. 

Additionally, the bottom plate of the 

magazine slides off  to get at the spring 

and the follower without disassembling 

the entire thing. Overall, it’s simple, tun-

able and a very impressive total pack-

age—as it should be with a retail price for 

extra mags running $125. Aft er shooting 

it all summer, the magazine on my test 

rifl e is scuff ed and scarred from NRL22 

battle—a testament to how well it fi ts. 

Vudoo Gun Works currently has 

patented application in the works on 

ACIS-patterned .22 LR magazines, which 

could aff ect RimX (and Bergara with the 

B-14 R) if granted. Only time will tell. 

Vudoo magazines supposedly work with 

the RimX action, but I didn’t fi nd this 

to be true. Th e RimX bolt didn’t pick up 

rounds from the Vudoo cleanly or con-

sistently, but this could likely be ironed 

out with some tweaking of action, stock 

and magazine.

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themselves or seek out one of the many 

custom builders now working with the 

RimX platform. (South Dakota-based 

gunsmith TS Customs and Primal Rights 

are putting together some real stunners 

for sale.) For a trigger, I went with Th e 

Hit from Timney, adjusted down to 12 

ounces, and sat it in a Greyboe Ridgeback 

with Greyboe bottom metal. Th e action 

arrived with a pinned 30 MOA Pic rail, 

to which I put a new 5-25x56mm Vortex 

Strike Eagle in Vortex rings. With an 

Atlas PSR bipod and Armageddon Gear 

Game Changer rear bag, it very quickly 

connected on an 18x24-inch IPSC target 

at 500 yards with Lapua Center X.

It seemed unfair, frankly, to put the 

rifl e together in a rush and push it to 500 

Proof will not say what chamber they 

cut into their .22 LR barrels, but they do 

recommend CCI Standard for a low-

dollar ammo choice and Lapua Center X 

for a few dollars more. I’ve found this rifl e 

shoots everything well. When it comes to 

good match ammo, it shows no real pref-

erence for Lapua over Eley. 

To formally test things out, I shot a 

box of CCI Standard, Wolf Match Tar-

get, Eley Match and Lapua Midas+ into 

U.S.B.R. targets from American Target 

Company at 50 yards. Each shot recorded 

on a Labradar chronograph to determine 

average muzzle velocity and the standard 

deviation.

Th e Midas+ turned out the smallest 

groups, but not by much. Eley showed 

the lowest standard deviation. Truth be 

yards on the fi rst outing, but aft er easy 

connections at 100 and 325 yards, 500 

felt plausible despite the rifl e being hardly 

broken in at all. It has since seen about 

1,000 rounds, including a summer of 

NRL22 matches. Th e nitride-coated ac-

tion runs slick as snot. In all those rounds 

fi red, there hasn’t been a single marred 

bullet, misfi re, failure to feed, failure to 

eject, or any issue whatsoever. Th e action 

has been running fl awless.

not barreled actions—accuracy testing 

is a bit of misnomer. Th e beauty of the 

RimX is it’s made to be built with what-

ever barrel you want on it. It’s a platform 

to build on, and a wonderful one at that. 

Zermatt and RimX are pushing the preci-

sion rimfi re envelope with an incredible, 

user-friendly action, worthy of the very 

best rimfi re builds out there.

It’s an exciting time when such players 

in centerfi re precision shooting are look-

ing at the rimfi re world and innovating 

something diff erent. Th e RimX is some-

thing diff erent—the next evolutionary 

step in precision rimfi re rifl es.

That particular rifle—a Heym Express 

by Martini—was stocked perfectly for 

my frame. The Express’ stock is designed 

by famed gunsmith Ralf Martini, and 

that’s among my favorite stock designs 

ever produced. After that first experi-

ence with that .404 Jeffery, I got to 

thinking long and hard about what 

makes a proper rifle stock.

I 
was on an African hunt with a .404 

Jeffery set up over shooting sticks 

with a wildebeest bull nearly 200 

yards away. My PH, Cornus du  

Plooy, gave the green light. I broke the 

trigger, heard the bullet’s impact and, 

after recoil, saw the bull fall. “It’s a good 

rifle, that,” Cornus commented. He cer-

tainly wasn’t wrong.
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How the construction and  
conformation of your rifle  

stock changes  
everything  

downrange. 
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I admit that, until I held some of the 

finer British and European rifles, I was 

woefully ignorant as to the effects of 

stock fit. There are good features in all 

designs—but equally many flaws. I’ve my 

own favorites, and there are some I just 

don’t like … or perhaps they just don’t fit 

me well.

At any rate, I started a correspondence 

with some folks very familiar with stock 

design, to gather their thoughts. Chris 

Sells is president of HeymUSA and pas-

sionate about vintage-style double rifles 

and bolt-action guns, as well as embrac-

ing modern actions like his straight-pull. 

Mark Bansner is the head of Bansner & 

Company LLC, a custom rifle company; 

he’s as famous for his rifles as he is his 

synthetic stocks. I also chatted with Zack 

Buck of Blak Forge Armoury. He’s pas-

sionate about classic stock designs of 

vintage firearms, including traditional 

muzzleloaders, and is well-versed in 

making replacement stocks for vintage 

firearms of all sorts. 

COMB HEIGHT

AND RIFLESCOPES

Looking at the way stocks have evolved 

over the past century, we’ve seen a 

change in sighting systems, with the tele-

scopic sight playing a much larger role. 

However, the combs of modern stocks—

both walnut and synthetic—don’t seem 

to have followed suit. I’ve made several 

trips to the SAAM Shooting School at 

the FTW Ranch in Barksdale, Texas, 

where highly talented instructors push 

you to give your best. They add a cheek 

pad to almost every rifle they handle, 

to better align the shooter’s eye with 

their optic and give proper cheek weld. 

Apparently, I’m not alone in feeling the 

average comb is too low.

“Most rifles today have a comb height 

too low for proper fit when scoped,” said 

Bansner. “Cheek weld allows you to place 

your face on the stock at the same loca-

tion with the same pressure to use the 

scope effectively. When building a stock 

from wood or synthetic, it’s important 

to keep the comb as high as possible to 

get this cheek weld. However, there’s one 

issue that pops up: On long-action bolt

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rifles, and even some shorts, the bolt hits 

the stock when cycling the action. On 

some of today’s tactical stocks, they make 

the comb very high and cut a notch in the 

nose of the comb to allow for bolt clear-

ance and removal. While fine on a tacti-

cal gun, it looks bad on an English walnut 

stock. Many folks are adding a lace-on 

comb height pad to help with this issue 

on sporting stocks.”

Buck is also well aware: “I shape my 

combs to fit the height for the primary 

intended use of the rifle. On a scoped 

rifle, that means higher combs; as a rule, 

though, I try and keep the scope as low as 

I possibly can. This allows a lower comb, 

and I feel, better aesthetics, and gentler 

perceived recoil.

“Factory Monte Carlo-style combs 

are an easy solution to a ‘one-size-fits-all’ 

problem,” added Buck. “The forward-

slanting comb line allows for ‘good 

enough’ cheek weld with a variety of 

scope heights and shooting styles. There 

has been a trend recently to use larger 

scopes, both in magnification and in tube 

diameter. This pushes the center of the 

scope higher—often higher than a stock 

was designed for. When fitting a custom-

er for a new rifle stock, the comb height 

will be a bit different if they choose a 3-9x 

in a 1-inch tube versus a 34mm tube. The 

middle of the scope is nearly 5/32-inch 

higher in the 34mm tube.”

COMBS AND HARD IRONS

While having your comb at the proper 

height for an optic is great if you use 

nothing but optics, what about those 

rifles that routinely use both scopes 

and iron sights? I’m speaking mainly of 

the big-bore rifles used for dangerous 

game hunting, which might be required 

to make a 150- or 200-yard shot, then 

have the optic removed for close-quarter 

follow-up work. In this instance, the only 

choice is to stock the rifle for the lower 

iron sights and compensate for the scope.

“The high comb of the Weatherby 

stock is probably the best at lining the 

shooter’s eye up with the scope, but it 

does limit use of the rifle to scopes only,” 

said HeymUSA’s Sells. “This is not an op-

tion for our dangerous game rifles. They 

must be stocked in such a manner as to 

make them functional with open sights. 

At the same time, most of our shoot-

ers like to use a scope when possible, so 

there’s always a balancing act when trying 

to accommodate both. Having said that, 

a dangerous game rifle equipped with a 

scope and no open sights is only half of 

a rifle.”

The proper cheek weld is also the key 

to reducing felt recoil. All three guys 

agreed that improper cheek weld can 

result in that awful slap in the face, es-

pecially from the bench. Get the head 

aligned properly, and perceived recoil is 

immediately mitigated. 

LOCKING IN THE LENGTH

Length of pull (LOP) is also an attribute 

that many American rifles don’t get 

right—I’m usually hunched over when 

shooting the standard 13¾-inch length of 

pull. At just a shade under 6 feet tall, with 

long arms for my frame, I prefer a longer 

stock. If I’m wearing a heavier hunting 

jacket, I like a 14-inch LOP. In just a shirt, 

I like 14⅜ inches and a tad longer in a 

double rifle. 

“I think this is a function of mass pro-

ducing a gun that ‘sort of ’ fits everyone,” 

added Buck. “It’s easier to scrunch up on a 

gun that’s too short than it is to reach on a 

long-gun. The other reason is in shooting 

style. It appears to me that Europeans still 

point their rifles more out to the front, 

while Americans seem to keep the rifles 

tighter to their chests. I also suspect that 

the habit of shooting from a seated posi-

tion, or even off of a rail by Americans, 

has also mitigated some of the ‘short’ feel-

ing from shorter LOPs.”

“Length of pull is a very tricky mea-

surement,” said Bansner. “Some of the 

old methods of taking a measurement 

are not very reliable. People’s arms are 

all different lengths. Height, weight and

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arm length all come into play for this 

measurement. Length of pull is far more 

critical on shotguns than on rifles. For 

most shotgunning, your eye acts as your 

rear sight.

“The average LOP on U.S.-made rifles 

is about 13½ inches, and on shotguns it’s 

14 inches,” added Bansner. “European 

makers do extend the LOP ½- to ¾-inch 

longer on most of the long-guns they 

produce. The proper way to fit a stock to a 

client is with a try stock. These are adjust-

able in every way possible and, in some 

cases, are shootable. The LOP is impor-

tant when mounting a long-gun quickly 

in a hunting situation. Too long and it 

will hang up on clothing. On a scoped 

rifle, getting proper eye relief is very im-

portant. It will keep the scope from split-

ting your head open.

“I have a formula I use for scoped 

rifles,” Bansner continued. “A shooter 

5 feet, 9 inches tall and weighing 180 

pounds, should be around 13½ inches 

with their LOP; for every inch of 

height above or below, add or subtract 

⅛ inch. This works for average weight 

people; you have to adjust for heavier 

folks, making it shorter for sure.”

Sells uses a similar formula, rec-

ognizing the importance of having a 

proper length of stock. Dealing with 

some hard-kicking rifles, Sells’ theory 

is to keep the shooter’s thumb away 

from their nose. He measures his cli-

ents much like a tailor does, and the 

Heym formula certainly works. 

AGREEING ON GRIP

While all three of these men take great 

pride in their own stock designs, I asked 

them which of the popular rifle stock de-

signs appealed to them most. All agreed 

the Winchester Model 70 is a classic de-

sign, and probably that which is the most 

appealing. Bansner also appreciated the 

older Ruger M77.

We also discussed the recent trend 

of keeping the trigger-hand thumb on 

the right side of the rifle. I’m not a fan 

of the technique, although I recognize 

that it does have its place. I’ve seen some 

stock designs where the nose of the 

comb is made in a manner that prevents 

a traditional grip—the Nosler M48, for 

example—and asked for thoughts and 

opinions on that design. 

“I believe the reason for this trend is 

several-fold,” said Buck. “First, it’s brought 

in from the military. When I was teach-

ing Basic Rifle Marksmanship, one of 

the tools we used to help soldiers from 

pulling their shot was to keep the trigger-

hand thumb on the back of the grip and 

curl their fingers and put them on the 

front of the pistol grip—in essence not 

holding onto the rifle with their trigger 

hand at all. Now, this has very little to

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do with traditional hunting rifl es, but it 

might just be transitioning habits from 

one platform to another.

“I’m not in support of shooting a hunt-

ing rifl e like a long-range bench gun or 

sniper rifl e, or even a rifl e designed to 

be fi red primarily from the prone for 

varmints,” added Buck. “I feel there’s also 

a push for conservation of movement, 

and wrapping the thumb back over the 

stock aft er actuating the safety is an ‘un-

necessary expenditure of energy’ under 

that philosophy. Another cause is that 

too many mass-produced stocks have 

too thick of a comb nose. Th is can be un-

comfortable to wrap your thumb around. 

Comfort of the thumb when crossed over 

is one of the things I ensure when fi tting a 

rifl e stock. While I build bespoke stocks, 

I build them to fi t the customer, not bad 

habits. I like to make sure the thumb can 

cross over, and the cheek and head are in 

the right position.”

Bansner has a diff ering opinion than I 

do for the right-side-thumb grip.

“I’ve been using this style for years now 

and for good reason,” Bansner explained. 

“Th ere are many ways to hold a rifl e when 

shooting; some have a major eff ect on 

performance. Th e death grip will transfer 

every heartbeat and breath into the rifl e. 

“My interest in gunsmithing came 

from walnut and custom stock making,” 

Bansner said. “As many have said before 

me, wood has soul, and there is no de-

bating that when you look at the other 

materials stocks have been made of. Th e 

amount of talent necessary to complete 

a walnut stock from a blank of wood is 

really off  the charts. From layout to fi nal 

checkering, it will result in well over 100 

hours of labor to complete. Wood is, 

without a doubt, my personal favorite.

“So, you now ask why are you known 

for your synthetic stocked rifl es?” con-

tinued Bansner. “I love what I do, but you 

also have to generate enough money to 

survive or you won’t be in business long. 

Th e market was moving toward synthetic 

stocks in the late ’70s early ’80s. Fiber-

glass was the fi rst material to be formed 

into rifl e stocks. Why? Number one was 

weight, then because it was impervious 

to weather conditions. Th ey also had a 

reputation as being ugly. I changed all 

that and built them with the same at-

tention to detail as I did with my wood 

stocks. High-quality fi t and fi nish, along 

with great accuracy, gave us a super high-

quality synthetic rifl e. Oh, and I could 

build fi ve to six of these in the time it 

took to build one wood-stocked rifl e.” 

Th e insight and wisdom from these 

three guys make a clear case for a proper-

fi tting stock. I’ve had both Sells and 

Bansner create custom stocks for me, and 

those guns are without a doubt my favor-

ites. Th ere are some aff ordable factory 

rifl es that can be customized to better fi t 

your frame—the Savage AccuStock com-

ing quickly to mind—but I think being 

properly measured for a stock might shed 

some light on your proper dimensions. 

One well-fi tting stock might change your 

entire shooting experience. 

Keeping your thumb on the trigger-

fi nger side will minimize the pulse 

transferred to the stock. It also keeps your 

trigger fi nger more relaxed. Th is is my 

preferred method when shooting from a 

bench for accuracy: three fi ngers on the 

pistol grip with pressure to the rear into 

your shoulder and the thumb on the trig-

ger fi nger side.” 

I can see it for lighter-recoiling rifl es, 

but I will respectfully maintain my 

position when it comes to the heavier 

cartridges. Sells also felt the same way: 

“On a heavy kicking rifl e, a fi rm grip with 

your trigger hand is essential. It might be 

trendy when shooting small bores, but I 

can assure you that no one is shooting a 

.375 H&H without a fi rm grip.” 

WOOD VS. NOT WOOD

Lastly, I brought up the classic wood 

versus synthetic argument, with some 

surprising results. Sells embraces the use 

of both materials, each having their spe-

cifi c purpose, but embracing walnut for 

the classic-style bolt-actions and double 

rifl es. Buck is a straight-up wood tradi-

tionalist: “Wood. Full stop.” 

Surprisingly, Bansner, a guy known for 

his excellent synthetic stocks, is a secret 

fan of walnut.

THE CORONA  
CARTRIDGE

Though ringing steel at past 1,000 yards with an AR-15 

might not appeal to you at all, you cannot deny the fan-

tastic ballistic performance of the newest version of the 

6mm PPC, known as the 6mm ARC.

I f you consider the evolution 

of the rifle, the goal has always 

been—and remains—to shoot 

with extreme precision, as far 

as possible, while experiencing the 

least recoil and influence from wind 

and gravity. Just look at the evolution 

of .30-caliber rifle cartridges; we went 

from the .30-30, to the .30-06, to the 

.300 Winchester Magnum and now to 
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clearly exist. This is particularly true of 

devotees of the AR-15. Both amateur 

and professional ballisticians have 

been trying to develop cartridges for 

that platform for a long time. Some of 

these cartridges, like the 300 Blackout, 

found great appeal. Others, like the 

.30 Remington AR, proved to be mis-

understood. The latest attempt at ex-

tending the reach of the AR-15 is from 

Hornady, and it’s called the 6mm ARC.

According to Hornady, they identi-

fied a need for an “unnamed” Depart-

ment of Defense entity and a concept 

cartridge was discussed. The entity 

showed extreme interest, so Hornady 

began development. Ultimately, the 

result of that collaboration is what’s 

now known as the commercially 

available 6mm ARC (Advanced Rifle 

Cartridge), which was adopted by 

that undisclosed government body. 

For what it’s worth, I’ve been fed the 

“secret government agency” line so 

many times that it means nothing to 

me. And, truth be told, it should mean 

even less to you. I don’t care if Carlos 

Hathcock himself divined his dream 

cartridge from upon high down to 

some engineer in the basement of Hor-

nady; a cartridge either fills a desire 

and provides utility—or it doesn’t.

BUT, WHY?

What exactly is the 6mm ARC? It’s 

indeed a new SAAMI (Sporting Arms 

and Ammunition Manufacturer’s 

Institute) approved cartridge. That 

means there exists a set of parameters 

and design specifications for ammuni-

tion and firearms manufacturers to 

follow when building ammunition 

or guns for it. This is critical, because 

for a cartridge to have any chance for 

commercial success it must be SAAMI 

approved. Otherwise, manufactur-

ers avoid it like a Covid-infected anti. 

the .300 PRC. The desire to overcome 

the adverse effects of wind and gravity 

push the design of cartridges and bul-

lets, and shooters relish every advance-

ment no matter how minute. So, when 

someone argues that we don’t need  a 

new rifle cartridge, what they’re essen-

tially saying is that there’s nothing to 

be created that’ll be desirable or useful.

Well, that’s clearly not true. The 

enhancement of external ballistics 

has been the driving force behind 

cartridge creation since Louis-Nicolas 

Flobert’s 6mm parlor guns of the mid 

1800s. Everyone wants to shoot harder, 

faster and flatter, so desire and utility 
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However, the 6mm ARC isn’t really as 

new as it might seem.

Along about 1975, Dr. Louis Palmi-

sano and Ferris Pindell took the .220 

Russian case, which was based on 

the 7.62x39mm Soviet cartridge and 

necked it up to 6mm (0.244 inch), 

and they also changed the shoulder 

angle to 30 degrees. The cartridge was 

explicitly created for benchrest shoot-

ing and, in fact, developed a winning 

reputation. Ironically, even though the 

6mm PPC never gained SAAMI ap-

proval, it found great popularity in the 

benchrest competition circuit where 

most shooters made their own brass 

and loaded their own ammo. It should 

be noted, however, that there are sev-

eral versions of the 6mm PPC. Though 

they’re minutely different, this is a re-

sult of a cartridge not having SAAMI 

approval.

While some believe the 6mm ARC is 

based on the 6.5 Grendel cartridge, it’s 

really nothing more than yet another 

variation of the 6mm PPC. No doubt, 

the 6.5 Grendel was some inspiration 

for the 6mm ARC project, and it could

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be argued the 6.5 Grendel is nothing 

more than a necked-up 6mm PPC. 

Of course, since bullet diameter is the 

primary distinguishing feature of any 

cartridge, this makes the 6mm ARC a 

closer relative to the 6mm PPC. Case 

capacity of the 6mm PPC is about 

33 grains of water. Case capacity of 

the 6mm ARC is 34 grains. The most 

critical difference is that in bolt-action 

rifles, from which the 6mm PPC is 

typically fired, according to the West-
ern Powders Handloading Guide, the 

6mm PPC is loaded to pressures ap-

proaching 60,000 psi.

For the purposes of slowing extrac-

tion and extending bolt life, Hornady 

set the maximum average operating 

pressure (MAP) of the 6mm ARC 

at 52,000 psi. This is identical to the 

SAAMI MAP of the 6.5 Grendel, but 

3,000 psi less than that of the .223 

Remington and .224 Valkyrie. This 

makes perfect sense for Department of 

Defense applications, where extremely 
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high round counts are expected. Sol-

diers and civilians want their guns to 

last as long as possible, and less pressure 

equals less wear and a longer life.

SO, HOW’S IT SHOOT?

Of course, I’m sure some shoot-

ers couldn’t care less about where a 

cartridge came from or his ancestral 

background. Most are interested in the 

ballistic performance and advantages it 

might offer over other cartridges. After 

all, like has already been established, 

harder hitting, faster flying and more 

gravity-defying cartridges have forever 

been the focus of cartridge and ammu-

nition development. It matters not so 

much where and why we now have the 

6mm ARC, what does matter is what 

it can do.

It gets tricky when you try to com-

pare the external ballistic performance 

of various cartridges. This is partly 

because there are so many variables to 

consider. It’s even more complicated 

when the cartridges being compared 

are of a different caliber. So, let’s set the 

table for a proper comparison.

The 6mm ARC was designed for the 

AR-15 platform. Can it be fired in a 

bolt-action rifle? Sure. And, I’m sure 

we’ll soon see bolt-action rifles cham-

bered for it. However, since the faster-

shooting 6mm Creedmoor or .243 

Winchester won’t work in an AR-15, 

it’d make no sense comparing the 6mm 

ARC to either. What’s offered here is a 

comparison of the 6mm ARC to other 

current SAAMI-approved cartridges 

that are AR-15 compatible.

There are a variety of ways to make 

this comparison. We could look at 

muzzle velocity and energy, and trajec-

tories, and we could obtain this data 

from advertised ballistics or actual 

testing. Since the problem the 6mm 

ARC was created to solve was that of 

long-range performance, comparing 

muzzle velocities is mostly a waste of 

time. By the same token, comparing 

actual chronographed velocities is, too; 

it’s not unusual to see drastic velocity 

variations from one rifle to the next. 

So, we’ll compare advertised veloci-
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The .224 Valkyrie (second from left) and 6.5 Grendel (third from left) come close to matching the long-

range performance of the 6mm ARC (right), but both fall short.

To extend long-range 

performance, initially 

ammunition manufactur-

ers loaded heavy and high 

BC bullets for the .223 

Remington. This improved 

down-range performance, 

but only marginally and 

they required faster twist 

barrels.

If you’re a hunter, Hornady’s 

Precision Hunter ELD-X load 

for the 6mm ARC gives the 

AR-15 more reach than it’s ever 

had before.

With a muzzle velocity of 2,750 fps and 

a ballistic coeffi  cient of 0.536, the 6mm 

ARC ELD Match load is an outstanding 

long-range cartridge/load combination 

for the AR-15.

ties in conjunction with data obtained 

from a ballistics program to look at a 

prediction of long-range performance.

If we do that, we see that the best 

performing 6mm ARC load—the 

Hornady ELD Match load— will take 

2.04 seconds to travel 1,200 yards. 

The best factory 6.5 Grendel load will 

take 2.26 seconds to travel the same 

distance, and the .224 Valkyrie gets 

there in 2.15 seconds. The best load 

for the .223 Remington—the original 

chambering for the AR-15—takes 

about 2.36 seconds to travel 1,200 

yards. This is what you might call 

definitive proof that the 

6mm ARC is the best AR-15 

cartridge at defying gravity and 

wind. This is possible due to the 

muzzle velocity of the cartridge 

and the high ballistic coefficient 

(BC) of the bullets Hornady loads 

for it. The ELD Match bullet has a BC 

of 0.536 and the ELD-X bullet’s BC is 

0.512.

Due to these high BC bullets used 

by Hornady, the 6mm ARC not only 

retains velocity, it also retains energy. 

At distance, it’ll hit harder than the 

other three cartridges. The bullets 

will also remain supersonic at greater 

distances. If you’re a lover of the AR-

15 and have been wanting to extend 

your effective range, this is all good 

news. However, keep in mind these 

comparisons were based on advertised 

velocities, which begs the question 

of what you can expect out of a 6mm 

ARC in the real world.

TESTING THEORY

To find out, I acquired a 6mm ARC 

from Wilson Combat; it was their 

Super Sniper model with an 18-inch 

barrel. The Hornady ELD-X and ELD 

match loads were tested form this 

rifle and delivered average muzzle 

velocities of 2,711 and 2,661 fps, re-

spectively. Hornady advertises these 

loads at 2,750 fps for the ELD Match 

load and 2,800 fps for the ELD-X 

load. Out of the Wilson Combat Super 

Sniper, both loads clocked in at 89 
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fps less than advertised. If Hornady’s 

advertised velocities were, as most 

advertised velocities are, based on a 

24-inch barrel, this equates to a very 

reasonable 14.8 fps loss in velocity for 

each inch of barrel loss. 

For argument’s sake, let’s just as-

sume that the actual chronographed 

velocities from an 18-inch barrel are 

all you can ever expect to get out of 

the 6mm ARC from any barrel length. 

If those velocities are plugged into the 

ballistics calculator and compared to 

the advertised—not actual—muzzle 
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velocities for the .223 Remington, 

.224 Valkyrie and 6.5 Grendel, the 

6mm ARC still outperforms all three 

cartridges at 1,200 yards. This means 

the 6mm ARC is indeed the flattest-

shooting commercial cartridge option 

out of the AR-15. This places it well 

within the definition of need, making 

it both desirable and damned useful.

It should also be mentioned that 

the Wilson Combat Super Sniper 

rifle delivered, as you might very well 

expect, fine precision. For five, five-

shot groups at 100 yards, the ELD 

Match load averaged 1.046 inches 

and the ELD-X load 0.693 inch. How 

does that stack up against other AR 

cartridges? Based on my records and 

all the AR-15 rifles and cartridges I’ve 

tested over the years, average 100-

yard precision is slightly more than 

1.5 inches. So, not only is the 6mm 

ARC flat shooting, it can also deliver 

precision.

What’s it good for and will it hang 

around very long? Distance is its forte 

and with its 2020 introduction and 

ability to flatten the trajectory curve, 

the 6mm ARC might ought to have 

been called the “Corona cartridge.” 

If you want to shoot at distance with 

your AR-15, this is the cartridge.

I also predict that it’ll indeed be 

with us for a while, and not just in 

the AR-15 platform. It’s essentially 

a commercial version of the 6mm 

PPC so look for bolt-rifles to spring 

up soon. Well, at least as soon as this 

current ammunition and firearms 

buying spree subsides. Until then, you 

can pick up an AR-15 or a new upper 

chambered for the 6mm ARC and 

have an AR that shoots flatter than 

you ever imagined possible. 

The .300 Blackout (left) and .30 Remington AR 

(right) were both early attempts to either enhance 

or improve the versatility and eff ectiveness of the 

AR-15. The Blackout was a major success, but the 

.30 Remington AR was a commercial failure.

The 22 Nosler (left) and the .224 

Valkyrie (right) both off er substantial 

long-range performance over the .223 

Remington. However, neither can keep 

pace with the 6mm ARC.

Long-range precision shooting is one of the fastest-growing segments of the shooting sports. Though 

typically dominated by bolt-action rifl es, with the 6mm ARC, shooters can now contend out to 1,000 

yards and beyond with an AR-15.

Y
ou should be aware that the 

AR-15 is an incredibly popular 

rifl e platform in America, and 

for good reason. Relatively 

inexpensive, light recoiling, reliable and 

easily adaptable to a particular role are 

all huge factors in why it’s grown to be 

crowned as “America’s Rifl e.”

And if I may be completely frank, those 

are the same reasons that we have a sea of 

subpar parts all over the market. Experi-

ence and several hours of exhaustive re-

search on Facebook tell me that the AR-

15 is misunderstood by a huge number of 

AR owners.   

So, before you jump on AliExpress 

and order all of the Chinesium parts 

you can find, this is where I would 

start to get the most out of my rifle—

and get the most from my money 

when considering upgrades.

THE AR-15: NOT LEGOS

It’s easy to think that building an AR-15 is 

just like snapping together some LEGOs 

… but you couldn’t be more mistaken. 

It wasn’t until I had the good fortune to 

attend an armorer’s course from William 

Larson, the AR-15 Yoda himself, that the 

number of out-of-spec AR parts on the 

market sunk in.

One of the sayings that Will was fond 

of is, “AR-15s aren’t LEGOs because 

LEGOs have a spec.” Armed with new 

knowledge, I started to pay closer atten-

tion to aft ermarket AR parts than I ever 

had before. And as you might expect from 

Yoda, Will hit the nail on the head.  

Th e truth is that most of the ARs on the 

market—and the majority of aft ermarket 

parts—labeled as mil-spec … well, they 

aren’t. On the civilian market, that dirty 

little term “mil-spec” means that the part 

is sized to fi t the wide range of specifi ca-

tions found on commercial AR-15s, not 

that it meets the standards outlined in the 

actual technical document that outlines 

the real mil-spec.

This Palmetto State 

Armory rifl e shows 

that you don’t need to 

spend a ton to get a 

lot of performance. 

Have a plan when 

you start buying 

parts; a simple rifl e 

doesn’t mean less 

capable.
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Just because that bargain-priced part 

says it’ll fi t doesn’t mean it will. You might 

have to rely on time-tested gunsmith 

techniques—such as holding your tongue 

just right between your lips, a large ham-

mer or even a Dremel tool.    

If you prefer sparing yourself the 

guessing game, stick to high-quality 

parts; you might not need to rely on the 

Dremel aft er all. 

HAVE A PLAN

Th e saying “Jack of all trades, master 

of none” is just as applicable to rifl es as 

it is people. Th e “one rifl e to rule them 

all” simply doesn’t exist. Every rifl e has 

specifi c weaknesses and strengths based 

on how the rifl e is spec’d out from the fac-

tory, plus whatever changes are made to it 

aft er purchase.

An 18- to 20-inch barrel rifl e might be 

perfect for some hunting, Cold War en-

gagement distances or use in a DMR role. 

Will it work in a CQB role while defend-

ing your home? Sure—but it isn’t going to 

be ideal.  

Similarly, I recommend that you don’t 

choose a 10.5-inch 5.56 NATO SBR or 

pistol to compete in a Precision Rifl e 

match. Th at MK18/CQBR-inspired gun 

is far more at home in the tight confi nes 

of a structure, such as your home.

Whatever role you have for your rifl e, 

make sure you follow local and federal 

laws. Yes, many can be considered un-

constitutional, but failing to do so could 

land you in much more trouble than 

you’re interested in handling.

IT ISN’T ‘JUST AS GOOD’

I’m not going to shame anyone for the 

Zombie Slayer 9000 that was built to 

kick-start their second career as a “gun-

fl uencer” by propelling an online social 

account to legendary status. Th e truth is 

that rifl e is probably as functional—if not 

more functional—than the GM Hydra-

matic M16A1 clone hanging on my wall.

Cool-looking guns are cool, and there 

isn’t anything wrong with that until you 

start believing that the Zombie Slayer 

9000 is “just as good” as a proven rifl e 

from Sons of Liberty Gun Works, Sionics, 

An 18-inch DMR rifl e 

would make a less-

than-ideal home-

defense rifl e, but it’s 

great at distance.

The ultra-strong 

Magpul UBR Gen2 

is a perfect com-

panion for the Vltor 

A5 system.
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Geissele, Knights Armament, FN America 

and a pile of other AR manufacturers with 

guns that are proven reliable.    

Th e same thing applies to knock-off  

parts that are priced signifi cantly below the 

cost of the original one. Better materials, 

more research and development, innova-

tive design and better quality control are 

going to play a factor in price, making the 

original version likely more expensive.

Instead of blindly cutting corners with 

part quality, think hard about the part you 

intend to save a few bucks on … and then 

think about how badly you might get hurt 

if that part blew up during a catastrophic 

failure. Buy the quality; it’s always worth it. 

GET A SLING

A sling is essential. Period. It can be used 

to carry a rifle, provide more stability 

when lining up a shot, and retain your 

rifle should someone try to grab it away 

from you.

Th e single-point sling is easier to use 

in cramped spaces due to the amount of 

movement they off er, but that’s also the 

weakness of the single-point design. When 

the rifl e is slung, it swings all over the place, 

hitting your knees, shins and everything 

else in its path.

Th ere are a bunch of well-made ex-

amples of single-point slings, but if you’re 

determined to buy one, get a Magpul MS3 

or MS4 sling that can be converted to a 

two-point easily.

Preferably, choose a quick-adjust two-

point sling, which offers more stability 

when carrying the rifle and shooting it 

than a single point will. The two-point 

sling also excels when carrying the rifle 

slung in front, side or back.

Models to consider are the Blue Force 

Gear Vickers Sling, the SOB B-Sling, 

and other similarly built models. Pick 

a high-quality design and you won’t be 

disappointed.

or low-powered variable optic (LPVO) to 

your rifl e reliably enhances your ability to 

aim the rifl e.

LPVO technology is to the point 

that shooters who’ve acclimated to the 

more versatile optic are about as fast 

as the folks using a red-dot. Not only 

is most of the speed you get from a 

dot available, but there are also 10x 

scopes—like the Vortex Razor HD Gen 

III 1-10x—that you can crank up when 

precision is needed.

If the minimum buy-in for a high-

quality LPVO of $1,000 is a bit steep, 

a good red-dot might be the ticket. 

STEP UP YOUR OPTICS GAME

We live in the future with the entire inter-

net in our pocket, and adding a red-dot 

While a folding

M-Lok has become the new 

standard; a 1913 rail is still 

serviceable, but avoid KeyMod at 

all costs. 
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Among Holosun, Aimpoint, Sig Elec-

tro-Optics and EOTech, there’s a dot 

that fits your needs. However, beware 

of the bargain dots: The market is 

flooded with cheap sights that will die 

or lose zero at the worst times.

Also, don’t forget a high-quality 

mount for your new optic to ensure 

you don’t move the optic should you 

bump it on something. Not all rings 

and bases are created equal, either. Not 

even close. 

FLOPPY BARREL FIX

Did you know that when you apply 

pressure to your plastic clamshell hand-

guards by leaning into a bipod that it 

actually changes your point of impact?

A free-fl oat rail nearly removes that 

deviation and also gives you somewhere 

to attach lights, lasers, sling mounts and 

index points, such as a Gripstop. Look 

for a high-quality Picatinny rail model 

or preferably, something with M-Lok 

slots. Avoid KeyMod since it isn’t heav-

ily supported anymore. M-Lok is the 

Cover the full length of the barrel, but 

don’t extend over the muzzle.

TRIGGERED

You don’t really need to upgrade your 

trigger, the standard mil-spec style trigger 

that’s found in most rifl es will be perfectly 

adequate for most shooters. However, 

upgrading a mil-spec trigger almost 

always off ers immediate performance 

LARSON’S LEGACY
You might be scratching your head, 

wondering who Will Larson was and 

what LEGOs have to do with AR-15s.

Should you decide that you want to 

upgrade the trigger on your rifle, I sug-

gest that you look for a trigger that isn’t 

housed in a drop-in cassette. It’s pos-

sible that this design can trap debris 

in the trigger mechanism, leading to a 

malfunction.

Geissele made their name with their 

triggers, and for good reason. Regardless 

of the role you have identifi ed for your 

rifl e, Geissele has a trigger that’ll work for 

you. Th ere’s a budget-friendly option—

the ALG Defense Advanced Combat 

Trigger—if the regular Geissele line is 

more money than you’d like invest.  

NEW FURNITURE LIVENS THE 

PLACE UP

An A2 grip and M4 stock will do just fi ne 

in a pinch, but those are oft en among 

the fi rst things that get ditched on a new 

rifl e. Sadly, the M4-style stock is missing 

a QD attachment point for a sling, which 

is a good enough reason for me to chuck 

the stock one into the recycler. As for the 

grip, many aren’t fond of the “bump” be-

tween the middle and ring fi nger place-

ment … and they ditch that as well.

Th ere are a ton of great grips out there: 

Which one you choose really depends on 

the role of the gun. Th e Magpul series of 

grips that accept an insert are a solid op-

tion because you can stow some extra oil, 

some Skittles or even a spare bolt and fi r-

ing pin with one of the available inserts.  

What stock you choose is equally 

dependent on the gun’s purpose. If you 

have a dedicated precision-focused rifl e, 

you might choose the Magpul PRS stock 

or B5 Systems Precision Stock. A general 

carbine might be better off  with some-

thing a bit less expensive yet still off ering 

a wide range of adjustability. 

FOLDY STOCK

While a LAW Tactical folding stock 

adapter might not strike you as a com-

mon-sense upgrade, it really is. A LAW 

folder isn’t a must on every AR-15, but it’s 

a useful addition to rifl es or pistols that 

you might want to carry discretely.

Th e ability to chop the buff er tube and 

stock off  your rifl e for storage and trans-

portation opens up a bunch of possibili-

ties in terms of rifl e bags, in addition to 

where you’re able to stow that bag. Pair a 

LAW folder and a discrete rifl e bag from 

Tuff  Products, and those awkward mo-

ments in the hotel elevator while attend-

ing an out of town training class or match 

are in the past.

Be cautious of knock-off  folding stock 

adapters or ones that copy the design of 

LAW Tactical that are made from inferior 

metals. You might save a hundred bucks 

or so at the cost of replacing durable steel 

construction with substantially weaker 

6000 series aluminum. Personally, I don’t 

like the idea of my face being close to a 

reciprocating bolt and bolt extension that 

passes through a joint that needs to be 

precisely aligned, only to be housed in 

“good enough” materials. 

AR-15: IT CAN BE LIKE LEGOS

Th e AR platform is nothing short of 

amazing. It checks just about every box 

that you can think of and, if it missed 

one, just change the rifl e so it checks all 

the boxes for you.

Even though the commercial model 

AR-15s doesn’t have a spec now, maybe 

one day manufacturers can settle on 

some standards.

If that happens, AR-15s might actually 

be like LEGOs.

A
t one time, the .50-caliber 

Hawken was America’s gen-

eral-purpose rifle. About 70 

years later, it was replaced by 

the Winchester 94 in .30-30 Winchester, 

and after World War I, the bolt-action 

.30-06 became America’s one-rifle an-

swer. It remained so until the turn of the 

21st century. At that time, the AR-15—

or modern sporting rifle (MSR) as it’s 

known among the politically correct—

and the easy recoiling .223 Remington 

stole that title away.

Modern advancements in weaponry, 

ammunition and optical sights were 

partly responsible for these transitions. 

Interestingly, we passed from a single-

shot, to a lever-action, to a bolt-action 

and to a semi-automatic. We also went 

from a rifle delivering about 500 ft-lb of 

energy at 100 yards to one with 1,400 

(.30-30 Winchester), to 2,000 (.30-06 

Springfield) and 900 (.223 Remington) 

fpe. But, in addition to technology, 

specialization played a large part in the 

evolution America’s general-purpose 

rifle has gone through.

With the increase in wild game popu-

lations after World War II and, with 

an elevated interest in sport shooting, 

Americans began to acquire special-

ized rifles designed to solve specific 

problems. A man might have a .22-250 

for groundhog or prairie dog shooting, 

a .243 for whitetails or pronghorn, and 

a big seven or .300 magnum for elk, 

moose and even deer. The one-man, 

one-rifle concept was vanishing.

THE COOPER CONCEPT

About this time, Jeff Cooper, a Marine 

and founder of what’s now known as 

Gunsite Academy, conceived the Scout 

Rifle concept. It was offered as a return 

to the one-man, one-rifle notion and 

was in stark contrast to specialization. 

Cooper theorized in the best general-

purpose rifle—a rifle well adapted to just 

about any task—was in fact somewhat 

ironically, a very specialized weapon. 

Among other things, he stipulated a .308 

Winchester with a maximum length of 

one meter, a maximum weight of be-

tween 6.6 to 7.7 pounds, backup sights 

and forward-mounted low-power rifle-

scope, capable of launching a 150-grain 

bullet at 2,700 fps. Ironically, this was 

the same external ballistics of the origi-

nal .30-06 loading.

As the 20th century faded, sport 

shooting became very popular, and the 

latest combat veterans had established 

a relationship with the AR platform. It’s 
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newfound modularity—and the ability 

to build your own—rocketed it to star-

dom. Many still had an arsenal of spe-

cialized hunting and sport rifles, but 

the behind the door—hell in a hand-

basket—rifle had become the AR-15.

Cooper’s concept developed a cult-

like following but never achieved uni-

versal acceptance. His ultimate goal 

was for a mass-produced rifle with 

worldwide appeal and compatibility. The 

Scout Rifle, as conceived by Cooper, was 

never intended to address specialized 

needs based on geography or the indi-

vidual; it was to be a one-rifle answer for 

the world.

And, while it very might well be that, 

the American citizen’s ability to own 

many rifles, specialized to solve par-

ticular problems, detracted from the 

Scout Rifle’s appeal. Unless it’s an SUV 

or a Leatherman, most Americans want 

specific tools, specifically designed, for 

specific problems.

I have a safe full of specialized rifles, 

but Cooper’s enigma of the Scout Rifle 

Bettering the ballistics of the iconic .30-30 and 

sized to work in the AR-15 and feed from AR-15 

magazines, the .300 Hamr is arguably the best 

general-purpose round for that platform. 

had tremendous appeal and I began a 

deep dive into its suitability as a one-

rifle answer. I’ve fired more than 10,000 

rounds through Scout Rifles, used them 

to hunt across America and Africa, 

founded the annual Scout Rifle Safari, 

devised a Scout Rifle training program 

for Steyr, and even wrote a book about 

all that I had learned. I like Scout Rifles, 

own many, and find the concept a prac-

tical answer to the general-purpose rifle 

question. However, a Scout Rifle, as 

defined by Cooper, is not my general-

purpose rifle.

DEFINING ‘GENERAL PURPOSE’

Before describing my general-purpose 

rifle, let’s examine what a “general-

purpose rifle” really is. Cooper thought 

it a worldly gun—one to be used to 

sort problems anywhere around the 

globe. That’s a noble desire, but from 

a real-world standpoint, one few need 

or even want. Most Americans spend 

99 percent of their time very close to 

home and want a rifle best suited to 

deal with the problems they might 
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most likely encounter. For most, global 

appeal means nothing.

My best friend lives on Kodiak Island 

and had to kill a big bear that was threat-

ening. A general-purpose rifle for him 

must be capable of solving that problem. 

I live in the forested mountains of West 

Virginia where the most dangerous crit-

ter I’m likely to encounter is a rabid fox, 

raccoon or human being with murderous 

intent. Our largest game animals are deer 

and black bear. Other hillbillies and I 

don’t need a grizzly gun.

The point is, the general-purpose 

needs of every man are different and 

dependent on the conditions of their life 

and location. Some years back, I sug-

gested a one-rifle answer for most folks 

would be a CUR (Conditional Utility 

Rifle) as opposed to a Scout Rifle. Much 

like cur dogs bred for specific geograph-

ical needs, like the Rhodesian Ridgeback 

of Africa, the Rattlesnake Cur of the Ap-

palachians, or Catahoula Leopard Dogs 

of Louisiana, CUR rifles are general-

purpose rifles ideally adapted to fill the

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specific needs of their owners as op-

posed to the everyone. Though these 

rifles share many attributes of a Scout 

Rifle, such as compactness, lightness 

and redundant sight systems, they 

differ due to geographic, social and 

political—specialized—needs. 

My background is steeped in hunting, 

but I also spent much of my profes-

sional life in uniform—camoufl aged 

and blue—carrying guns in defense of 

country and community. I also have a 

respectable fi rearms training résumé. 

Th is isn’t meant to brag, just to illustrate 

that I’m not just a hillbilly who’s never 

gotten off  the farm. When I decided I 

wanted a general-purpose rifl e best suit-

ed to my needs, I set forth the following 

parameters:

Compactness: I wanted a rifl e that 

was easy to transport in a vehicle or use 

from inside a blind or hide, with a maxi-

mum length of less than 36 inches. 

Lightness: Rifl es are carried more 

than shot. I wanted a rifl e weighing 6.5 

pounds or less before accessories.

Power and Reach: I needed a rifl e 

with suffi  cient power to deal with hu-

man adversaries, black bear and deer 

out to around 300 yards.

Accuracy: I planned to use the rifl e to 

for a wide range of tasks and desired 1 

MOA or better precision.

Volume Fire: To fi ll my predator call-

ing, sport shooting and self-defense 

needs, I wanted a semi-automatic.

Modularity: I wanted a rifl e very 

adaptable to specialized tasks. 

Self-Support: Th e rifl e needed to be 

chambered for a cartridge for which I 

could create my own ammunition. I’m 

not a doomsday kind of guy, but ammo 

shortages are real.

In the end, the choice made itself.

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can sort out close-quarter engagements 

and snap shots, and 4X takes me to the 

limits of the cartridge.

For backup sights, I went with the 

Williams Gun Sight Company Tactical 

Folding Sight Set ($139.95,) which are 

very well-made fold-down sights that at-

tach directly to the rifl e’s full-length top 

rail. I also took a Galco Rifl eman Sling 

($59) and confi gured it for three-point 

attachment.

Now, I’m not fond of screwing need-

less weight to my rifl e, but I do appreci-

ate a rifl e allowing situational adapta-

tion. Th e threaded muzzle permits the 

use of the fantastically light 11-ounce 

Sig Sauer SLX suppressor ($1,200). A 

Spartan Precision Equipment bipod/

tripod receptor ($56.80) was attached to 

the underside of the M-Lok compatible 

handguard, and a short rail section was 

added to allow for the attachment of a 

SureFire M600DF 1,500-lumen Scout 

Weapon Light ($299).

Th e rifl e, as cool and well suited to my 

needs as it is, is nothing without ammu-

nition. Wilson Combat off ers a dozen or 

so loads for the .300 Hamr, and while I 

use several, my default general-purpose 

load is the .130-grain HHC (Hamr Hot 

Th e requirements of volume fi re, 

modularity, compactness and light-

ness, pushed me toward the AR-15 

platform. My stipulation for power and 

reach required the .300 Hamr cartridge. 

Since .30-caliber bullets are easy to fi nd, 

and since brass for the .300 Hamr can 

be made from .223 Remington, it also 

fi lled the self-support requirement. And 

fi nally, the demand for a high level of 

precision meant I needed one of high-

quality manufacture. Th e fact that 

AR-15 gun parts are readily available 

played no small part in the decision.

THE ONE AND ONLY

What I ended up with was a Wilson 

Combat Protector Series Carbine 

($1,999.95) with a 16-inch barrel. I in-

stalled what I consider one of the best 

general-purpose optical sights for use 

out to about 300 yards, a Trijicon 1-4X 

AccuPoint ($1,099) in a Wilson Combat 

one-piece mount. Th e 1X magnifi cation 

Core) load ($25.95/20 or $247/200) at 

about 2,500 fps. Th is load uses a special 

bullet designed for the .300 Hamr by 

Speer. In 10 percent ordnance gelatin, you 

can expect more than 16 inches of pen-

etration and double diameter expansion. 

It’ll even remain terminally eff ective aft er 

penetrating two layers of 14-gauge steel or 

multiple layers of plywood and drywall.

Here, too, is another consideration. 

With this rifl e’s compactness, moderate 

weight and minimal recoil, it’s easily han-

dled by my wife and both of my teenage 

daughters. Th is is an aspect of “general 

purpose” that’s oft en overlooked. If you’re 

the only person in your household who 

can eff ectively wield your general-pur-
pose rifl e, then it actually becomes a rifl e 

of limited or specialized application.

I’ll not be so bold as to claim Cooper’s 

Scout Rifle concept as something with-

out merit. I have several Scout Rifles I 

routinely use and will always have one 

close. What I’ll say and stand behind is 

that while a true Scout Rifle might be of 

wondrous worldwide appeal and rea-

sonableness, it’s something that for most 

people wouldn’t be the most practical 

one-rifle answer. A general-purpose ri-

fle that doesn’t ideally address your gen-

eral-purpose needs is, as far as you’re
concerned, not a general-purpose rifle 

at all. 

With the arrival of the 

20th century, the AR-15 

began its ascendance 

to general-purpose 

popularity.

Wilson Combat’s Pro-

tector Series Carbine 

is a top-of-the-line 

AR-15. Mated with the

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THE CARBON CONUNDRUM//BY JOSH WAYNER

THE CARBON 
CONUNDRUM
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A
cross the thousand years 

that people have been using 

guns, there have been in-

numerable materials used 

to achieve the goal of launching a pro-

jectile at a target. In the grand scheme, 

carbon fiber is just another material 

applied to that end and not specifically 

devoted for it.

Muskets were greasy affairs, and 

anyone who is a muzzleloader aficio-

nado will be familiar with all manner 

of mess. These shooters use everything 

from animal fat and butter to wax and 

entrails to work on their guns and 

load them. Greased fabric patches 

are wrapped around round balls and 

rammed down, waiting to be fired by 

flint striking steel. 

Mass production in the era after 

the Industrial Revolution saw ma-

chine guns with barrels surrounded 

by water tanks as a means of keeping 

them cool. The first composite materi-

als saw widespread use as laminated 

mon use. Today’s most popular guns 

make use of steel in strategic places but 

are otherwise constricted primarily 

from polymers and aluminum.

Further cutting into steel’s territory 

is carbon fiber.

WHAT EXACTLY

IS CARBON FIBER?

Some treat the material as a brand it-

self, a status marker showing that indi-

vidual can afford an expensive barrel. 

The material is quite remarkable, and 

what it does for rifles in particular is 

great—but not completely necessary 

for most shooters. 

The material itself 

is, in layman’s terms, com-

posed of thousands of strands, 

each made from carbon atoms. Sur-

prisingly, this isn’t a new material at all, 

but it’s new to firearms.

The original attempts to generate it 

for industrial applications goes back to 

the early 1860s, though it didn’t reach 

its commercial potential until about 

100 years later. It’s essentially a fabric 

spun into a weave that’s then filled 

with resins or polymerized composites 

to achieve a sheet of what resembles 

cloth. Virtually all firearm applications 

of carbon fiber are mislabeled and 

would be more appropriately called 

“carbon-fiber reinforced polymer,” but 

that isn’t quite as catchy. This is the 

wood or wood-

impregnated resins 

began to see action. Plastics 

and aluminum were next, and 

their adoption in arms was slow and 

faced great criticism.

Some people still won’t touch a 

“Tupperware” gun, despite the first 

popular models showing up over a half 

century ago. Full steel guns are getting 

rarer as a result of this, and only fan fa-

vorites, like the 1911, are still in com-
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same general technology applied to ar-

chery equipment and water sports, like 

kayaking and canoeing. 

To make carbon-fiber barrels, most 

companies use a variation of wrapping 

it around a steel barrel, commonly 

called a “liner,” though it could be 

thought of as a super-thin barrel itself. 

The attachment points on a carbon-

fiber barrel are steel, such as where it 

threads into the receiver, and at the 

muzzle where you can thread on a 

brake or suppressor. Different com-

panies do their wraps in special ways, 

and you can sometimes identify a 

brand by the appearance of the pattern 

in the fibers.

As far as stocks are concerned, many 

aren’t actually made 100 percent out 

of carbon fiber, but are instead a shell 

made of another composite sheathed 

in carbon fiber to add strength and 

rigidity. Other companies laminate 

layers of carbon fiber into fiberglass or 

other like materials to create a weave 

of layers that can then be shaped and 

bedded.

THE PROS AND CONS 

 OF CARBON FIBER

The main con of carbon-fiber parts 

is that they’re expensive, usually two 

to three times the cost of comparable 

steel or aluminum versions. This is 

what has earned them the reputation 

as status symbols in several shooting 

communities. Their use in handguns 

is limited, to say the least, as the ma-

terial is really only used for grips or 

cosmetic enhancements due to the 

fact that most handgun parts are pres-

sure-bearing or moving. Thus, carbon 

fiber today is really a rifle thing with 

minor accessories available for other 

gun types.

Is cost the only detriment? Well, in 

my experience, carbon fiber can be 

misapplied for certain roles. To illus-

trate best practice, I built or received 

three rifles that make use of various 

carbon-fiber parts from several dif-
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ferent manufacturers. It’s possible to 

make a rifle that’s too light for a given 

role, and it’s also possible to be severely 

disappointed by what you receive if 

you buy into the hype.

The cons discussion here is meant 

to be honest, and, despite common 

claims, a carbon-fiber barrel isn’t any 

more accurate than a steel barrel, 

considering that it’s itself a steel core 

with steel rifling. The mechanical and 

physical principles of accuracy don’t 

change here, nor does relative velocity 

of a given bullet when fired through 

carbon-fiber-wrapped barrels of plain 

steel barrels. Simply adding a carbon-

fiber barrel to your rifle isn’t guaran-

teed to make it shoot better. The basic 

thing a carbon-fiber barrel offers is a 

substantial weight savings over a steel 

barrel of the same contour, with the 

added benefit of faster heat bleed-off 

and rigidity to weight. 

life of a standard 6.5 CM barrel.

What you need to understand is that 

carbon-fiber barrels give a slight edge 

to high-volume competitors at ranges 

past 800 yards against steel barrels, but 

this isn’t the norm for most people, 

and there’s no reason you won’t get a 

decade of use out of a steel barrel for 

use in competition before you start to 

notice it’s no longer consistent at those 

long ranges. 

The positives of carbon-fiber bar-

rels are primarily centered around 

weight savings and accuracy for a 

given complete rifle weight. It’s true 

that you can shave literal pounds off 

a rifle by switching to a carbon-fiber 

barrel, especially if you had a heavy-

contoured barrel on your existing rifle. 

If you have a mountain-class light rifle, 

remodeling your rifle to use a carbon 

barrel will allow you to keep the short 

length but add tremendous stiffness 

and accuracy for the same weight. 

Short, light rifles suffer from heat-

related accuracy problems more than 

other guns, and it’s very noticeable. 

Heat dispersion for hunters isn’t re-

ally a big deal and only comes into play 

when you’re at the range practicing or 

developing loads for your rifle. Some 

hunting rifles with skinny barrels are 

hard to zero and lose accuracy after 

just a few rounds due to heat buildup. 

The weight savings is nice in the field 

but isn’t much of a factor unless you’re 

climbing or walking. A stand hunter 

isn’t benefited by this much at all, con-

sidering the stationary nature of that 

type of hunting; weight just isn’t that 

important, since you’re just walking up 

to the blind with a nice thermos of cof-

fee, snacks and a book to read.

There really isn’t too much of a 

debate around carbon-fiber stocks. 

Stocks are somewhat basic in nature 

and haven’t changed all that much 

in the last hundred or more years. A 

carbon-fiber stock is quite rigid, but 

not as stiff as a metal chassis. The 

weight savings over wood, composite 

or polymer stocks isn’t the same ratio 

as barrels, so expect to shave about 

So, wouldn’t it be more accurate if 

it’s stiffer? Well, take into account that 

most standard carbon-fiber barrels are 

meant to mimic the profile of common 

heavy barreled guns, the idea being 

that common stocks would still work 

without much fitting. The common 

profile for these barrels is the same 

as the military M24 contour, with the 

next popular contour being Reming-

ton Sendero, a heavy-class hunting 

profile thinner than M24 but thicker 

than a standard hunting-weight barrel. 

Side by side, a 24-inch M24 contour 

carbon-fiber barrel won’t outshoot a 

24-inch M24 contour steel barrel on 

paper, but it’ll weigh only one third of 

what the steel barrel weighs as a rough 

rule of thumb. 

There are some out there who claim 

a carbon-fiber barrel will last longer 

than a plain steel barrel, sometimes 

to the tune of twice the accurate life. 

This means, in theory, that a .308 

Winchester with a carbon-fiber barrel 

would have an expected accurate life of 

10,000 or more rounds, so you’d never 

need another one if that were true.

Contrary to popular belief, it’s not 

the rifling that wears out but rather the 

throat and start of the rifling. These 

areas are susceptible to heat-imposed 

damage and eventually erode enough 

to make it so that the bullet has to 

jump or enter the rifling off-center. 

High-volume shooters with hot car-

tridges like 6.5 Creedmoor—a round 

known for poor barrel life—are enthu-

siastic about carbon-fiber barrels due 

to their ability to radiate heat quickly 

as opposed to steel. 

Now, a reality check is that this re-

ally only applies to people who shoot 

their 6.5 CM enough to see a reduc-

tion in accuracy, not their barrel being 

blown out into a smooth bore. What 

does this mean? The average person 

will never in their life shoot a barrel 

“out,” and shooting a barrel out for a 

competitor means they might go from 

shooting ¼ inch at 100 yards to ¾ 

inch at the same distance over 3,000 

rounds, which is the general “accurate”

Note just how thick and stout 

the X-Caliber 6.5mm barrel is compared to the 

other two.
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10 to 20 percent in total weight over a 

comparably sized conventional stock.

A LOOK AT UPGRADES

The three rifles in this article are de-

signed for very different purposes, 

and all make use of carbon-fiber parts 

to achieve their ends. The first of these 

is a top-shelf hunting rifle from Mesa 

Precision Arms; it was built from the 

ground up to take full advantage of 

modern materials and techniques. It’s a 

hunting rifle chambered for 6.5 Creed-

moor, and capable of ½ MOA at ranges 

to 1,000 yards. It does take considerable 

practice to use so light a rifle at so long 

a distance, but it’s not ethical or even 

likely that you’d be firing on an animal 

at target distances like that. This rifle 

excels at ranges inside 800 yards and 

is a charm for the pack-in hunter with 

multi-species tags. 

uses an AG Composites Alpine Hunter 

carbon-fiber stock. 

Why use a target-style carbon-fiber 

stock on a big-bore rifle with a cartridge 

good to 200 yards? The rifle is a special 

build in that it’s completely specialized 

for Michigan hunting. I’m an open-field 

stalk hunter, for the most part, and I 

rarely if ever use a stand, instead re-

maining on the ground in blind corners 

of wheat, soybean or corn stubble. This 

rifle has the shape necessary for posi-

tional shooting unsupported but is light 

enough that it can be carried easily over 

distance and in dense cover. A carbon 

stock makes total sense in this respect, 

as I can save weight while getting the 

benefits of a more robust stock.

The last rifle is another specialized 

custom-built Remington 700 in a KRG 

Whiskey 3 folding chassis. The rifle uses 

a rather unique barrel setup, that being 

a Savage-style finished-chamber with a 

barrel nut assembly. It’s from X-Caliber 

barrels, which also manufactured the 

standard steel barrel on my .450 Bush-

master. The barrel nut setup makes it so 

The Mesa has a carbon-fiber stock 

and barrel and a titanium action. This 

is a specialty product that’ll almost 

certainly not be in the safe of the rec-

reational deer hunter. This rifle retails 

around $5,000 as featured in this article, 

but it’s truly peerless in terms of raw 

performance, even against other rifles 

that use nearly identical components. 

The lightweight package is specialized 

and fully tuned with minor details you 

won’t see, and it shows in field use. This 

product is representative of just what 

can be accomplished when technology 

and craftsmanship are applied in uni-

son. There’s a vast difference in a custom 

carbon-fiber rifle built by a company 

that specializes in those materials and a 

company that simply adds to a product 

in their existing catalog. 

The next rifle is my personal deer rifle, 

the action custom blueprinted by the 

fine folks at Precision Rifle Company in 

my native Michigan.

The heat-resistant 

SHTF+ wrap from KE Arms 

keeps rapidly dissipating 

heat away from the optics 

and the aluminum KRG 

forend during long strings 

of fire. It’s so small that it 

can drop right into a Hill 

People Gear pack and away 

you go!
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that you can install the barrel yourself at 

home on a standard, non-trued 700 ac-

tion. The result is a drop-in carbon-fiber 

solution if you want to try your hand.

This barrel is chambered in 6.5 Creed-

moor and is 16 inches long. The idea 

was to make a compact rifle for tactical 

shooting competition that made good 

use of 120-grain bullets at high velocity. 

The 6.5 CM is hot, and this short, stiff 

barrel bleeds heat while being excep-

tionally compact with no loss of accu-

racy or velocity. It launches 120-grain 

bullets at 2,700 to 2,900 fps, depending 

on factory or hand-load used. It shoots 

inside .308 Winchester at virtually all 

distances with almost no recoil. 

Specialized uses like this strongly 

favor carbon-fiber barrels. High-round 

count and mobility are key here, and a 

carbon-fiber barrel makes total sense to 

keep the rifle cool while saving weight 

and fatigue when moving it. Choos-

ing to build a rifle around a bullet can 

change your approach, and this one 

went through several iterations with ex-

pert input to get it right, and the X-Cali-

ber barrel here made all the difference.

COST AND BENEFITS

The truth of it is you might not be ben-

efited by carbon-fiber upgrades if your 

end use doesn’t involve weight savings 

or heat dissipation. Cost is certainly a 

factor here, and the price of upgrades 

can usually buy you a whole new rifle or 

a new scope. Carbon-fiber barrels aren’t 

cheap and can run well over $1,000, not 

even counting chambering and fitting. 

Carbon-fiber stocks are more feasible, 

but they don’t provide significant perfor-

mance enhancements at the end of the 

day as compared to conventional stocks.

As this technology marches on, it’ll 

certainly improve and begin appearing 

in more places. Today’s carbon-fiber 

game is still in its infancy. In 10 years, it’ll 

be likely that this material will be cheap-

er to produce and will find more end 

uses, but in our time, it’s still a specialized 

product best suited for the few who want 

to pay for a perceived edge.
